SHARE THE FUN GUIDELINES


· Skits should be five (5) to ten (10) minutes in length.
· Skits should show good taste in entertainment and be suitable for presentation to other groups.  The skit need not be related to 4-H.

· Show originality and creativity, design stage settings suitable for situation.
· Strive for good audience appeal.  Keep it simple.
· Design costumes that are appropriate and contribute to the skit.
· Practice, so that the skit will run smoothly within the time allowed.
· Speak loud enough for everyone to hear.  Place action at the front of the stage, so everyone can see.

· Have fun!  And again, practice, so members will show poise and self-confidence.
· If your skit includes music or other sound effects, you will have to provide all the necessary equipment.

· Primary members can participate in a Share the Fun skit at County Presentation Day, but are not eligible to participate at Sectional or State Presentation Day.  Primary members will receive Participation Certificates only, regardless of the overall evaluation of the team.

· Skits exceeding ten (10) minutes in length may be permitted, time allowing.  Please note the estimated length of time on the Entry Form.
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
